Safari in Kenya to Chyulu Hills/The Masai Mara

Program highlights:
 Within Kenya we have selected a group of camps and lodges that are committed to a unique

Each camp has its own unique design
reflecting its natural surroundings and the involvement with local communities.

 From Kenya�s mountains to the open plains of the Mara you will travel to places of splendor.
We have chosen the two top wildlife areas of Kenya where you experience a Reserve and a
private conservation area.

-  By flying you will be able to enjoy the African scenery and exclude the long drives between the parks.

-   The unique game lodges and traditional tented camps are chosen for their special atmosphere and distinct
architecture. They offer clean accommodations and excellent food.

-  You visit two major parks of Kenya which all have their own ecosystems and variety of wildlife and bird
species.

Chyulu Hills is a private game ranch overlooking the plains between Amboseli
and Tsavo Parks.  On a clear day you will see Mount Kilimanjaro in the
background.

The Masai Mara is Kenya's greatest game reserve. The open grasslands are an extension of
the Serengeti Plain that supports over 1 million wildebeest, 400,000 zebra and one of
Africa's largest populations of lion. Other predators include cheetah and hyena. This is one
of the few parks in Africa where the "big five" (lion, elephant, leopard, buffalo and rhino)
can be seen. You may take walks adjacent to the park.

- Game drives are taken in with resident guides in each camp in 4x4 Land Rover vehicles with roof
hatches. Optional walks can be taken.
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SEP 06 (SUN) NAIROBI
Upon arrival in Nairobi you will be met and transferred to your ho tel (flight arrangements to be
determined).

The Fairmont Norfolk  is a traditional, luxury African hotel that still maintains its colonial charm while
being only five minutes from the city center. The hotel has 168 luxurious guest rooms ranging from
standard and superior rooms to four levels of suites with some of the rooms facing a central garden
courtyard. There is an outdoor heated swimming pool, a fully equipped health club, and a choice of four
dining venues including the popular Lord Delamere, a popu lar rendezvous spot since 1904. The Delamere
Terrace and Bar has been patronized by almost all the first European pioneer settlers. Steeped in history,
the Terrace continues to be a favorite watering hole for meals and casual drinks.

SEP 07 (MON) NAIROBI/ CHYULU HILLS
After breakfast this morning you will be transferred to the domestic airport for your scheduled charter
flight to the Chyulu Hills situated between Amboseli National Park and West Tsavo National Park.

*PLEASE NOTE* There is a luggage limit of 33lbs per person on the flight so please pre -pack your
luggage accordingly in a soft -sided bag.

Campi Ya Kanzi is located on a 250,000-acre (100,000-hectare) Masai Group Ranch surrounded by
Chyulu, Tsavo and Amboseli National Parks, and stretching to the foothills of Mount Kilimanjaro. The
landscape is quite varied from lush forests to riverine forest and savannah grasslands, as the altitude
ranges from 3,000-6,900 feet. Wildlife includes elephan t, lion, cheetah, lesser kudu, fringe -eared oryx,
gerenuk and mountain reedbuck. Over 400 species of birds have been recorded.

The experience at Campi Ya Kanzi is focused on the Masai community who live in the area.  Trips are
taken to visit their villages, and you will spend time absorbing the issues of conservation and eco -tourism.

The camp has six spacious tents with en suite bathrooms. Each tent has a verandah with a view
overlooking Tsavo Hills and Mt. Kilimanjaro in the background. Activities at th is family-run lodge
include day and night game drives, escorted walks with the Masai trackers, Masai cultural visits, and
excursions to Tsavo West, Chyulu and Amboseli National Parks.

SEP 10 (THU) CHYULU HILLS/MASAI MARA
Onward by scheduled charter flight to the Masai Mara.

The Masai Mara is undoubtedly the finest wildlife area in Kenya. All of the big game is here: elephant,
lion, leopard, cheetah and buffalo are prevalent. Other commonly sighted species include zebra,
wildebeest, Thomson's gazelle, Defassa waterbuck, eland and Masai giraffe. This is the only place in
Kenya where topi are common.

Masai Mara National Reserve, a northern extension of the Serengeti Plains (Tanzania), is located
southwest of Nairobi and covers 590 square miles of o pen plains, acacia woodlands and riverine forest
along the banks on the Mara and Talek Rivers, which are home for many hippo, crocs and waterfowl.

As the park teems with resident wildlife, game viewing is, in fact, good year -round.  The migration is
when great herds of wildebeest (1.4 million) and zebra (250,000) reside in the Mara, from approximately
July to October. During the migration, prides of 40 or more lion may be seen. From the southern
Serengeti of Tanzania, a major portion of the migration moves  northwest toward Lake Victoria, then
north across the Mara River into Kenya in search of grass, usually returning to Tanzania in late October.
The best time to witness large numbers of wildebeest and zebra crossing the Mara River is from mid/late
July to mid/late September.

Mara Explorer is situated on a thickly forested river in the middle of the Maasai Mara reserve, and
offers guests the ultimate wilderness retreat, where you can watch elephants or giraffes drinking from the
privacy of your verandah - or your own outdoor bathtub! Situated in the heart of the reserve, Explorer
enjoys prime views of the spectacular wildebeest migration between June and September, and rewarding
daily game viewing for the remainder of the year. Mara Explorer is managed by K enya's first Maasai lady
manager, Tiito Mpetti, who also runs a community charity educating Maasai girls in her native Megwarra
Village, to which she will happily invite interested guests.
